EATONTOWN, N.I., Dec. 29 — The large “For Sale” sign on
AlliedSignal’s plant here is hard to miss. So, too, is its
symbolism. Five years ago, Larry Bossidy,
AlliedSignal’s chief executive officer, was a national
spokesperson for extending the U.S.-Canada free trade
zone known as NAFTA to include Mexico. “NAFTA
is good for jobs and good for us,” he told skeptical
AlliedSignal employees. Now, five years after
NAFTA’s expansion, critics say Allied Signal has
shed more than 1,355 jobs in NAFTA-related layoffs.
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
